A few days and some very short
nights later, all was better, and we were able to celebrate Adam’s first birthday.

We thank the Lord for Adam, for the joy he brings, and for being such a wonderful baby—especially on the road. He has become the center
of attention in the churches we visit, so much so that we have decided to forgo our display and have Adam wear a French soccer jersey and
hand out our prayer cards instead!

In May | was able to help my father with the translation of a seminar on the book of Proverbs, which was
presented at the Bible institute in France. It was a blessing to be able to help the ministry in France while being
thousands of miles away. Another area of service opened up when a young French Christian, in the Baptist
church my father-in-law pastored years ago, started a forum website for young Christians in France. Some
very interesting and important subjects were brought up and answered. Pray that this will impact many teens
who do not have a youth group in their church. This summer we will be involved in several vacation Bible
schools and a junior camp. Please pray that the Lord will use us for His glory through these ministries.

We had several other meetings in May, but one especially will be long remembered. Something happened that we thought was only a
deputation legend—one of those myths you keep hearing about but never see for yourself. A church voted to take us on for support at the
conclusion of a Wednesday night service in which we presented our ministry! You can try to imagine how we felt, but you would have to be
a missionary on deputation to understand the impact of this. Nonetheless, we praise God for His compassion, His love, and His patience
toward us, and for these manifestations He allows us to see.

Then during the month of June we attended a soul-winning seminar. During this intense week, we were able to witness a new birth and see
a man understand the gospel message and say: “| have learned more about God in the past ten minutes than during the years | attended
my Community Church.” Praise the Lord!

The following week we participated in another missions conference in lllinois where we found out that a church member’s niece is married to
one of my cousins. Another member came up to us after our video presentation to say she knew Damaris’ father when he was about ten
years old. This woman had labored with Tim Knickerbocker's aunt who was a missionary in Kentucky. It is

certainly a small world.
